Pricing ($10 per person per day - includes travel to and from Satsang Ghar) 
 

General Rules 
 

 If you choose to use the bus one way only, the cost remains $10. 
 Children under 5 years travel free (no coupon required). 
 Children aged 5 years and above require a coupon. 

 
Return Journey 

 
 Each $10 Ɵcket includes two transport coupons: 
- “IN coupon” for the morning journey 
- “OUT coupon” for the return journey. 
 Coupons and wristbands are colour-coded by day to prevent misuse. 
 The first bus will depart 30 minutes aŌer the conclusion of Satsang, 

with subsequent departures following the same 30-minute intervals. 
This is subject to when Satsang ends (e.g., if Satsang ends at 11am, 
the first bus will depart at 11:30am) 

 
 Note: The bus will not wait for you – if you stay longer, you must arrange 
your own transport.

General 

 
Is bus transport compulsory? 
No. However, it is strongly recommended to minimise the number of cars on 
the property. Parking and early access for private vehicles will be limited. 
Note: Boarding the bus will not be on a first-come, first-served basis. 
 

 
Availability 

 
How many bus coupons are available?  
There are only a limited number of bus coupons available per day. Coupons 
are sold on a first-come, first-served basis for New Zealand sangat only. Once 
sold out, no addiƟonal coupons will be issued. 
 

 
Deadlines 

 
What is the deadline to buy bus coupons?  
Bus coupons must be purchased by 5 April 2026. No coupon sales available 
aŌer this date. 
 

 
Boarding 

 
What do I receive when I use the bus?  
You must present your bus coupon to board. AŌer verificaƟon, you will 
receive a wristband. 
 

 
Private Vehicles 

 
Can I come to the venue by car early?  
You may, but please note: no entry to the property before 6:00 AM and no 
access to the main hall before 7:00 AM. Early arrivals must wait in their cars 
in the far-end car park. No faciliƟes (toilets, food, seaƟng) will be available 
during this Ɵme. 
 

 
Lost or Lack of 

Coupons 

 
What if I lose my coupon or forget to bring it? 
Lost or forgoƩen coupons cannot be replaced. No coupon means no bus           
ride. 
 
What if someone turns up without a coupon?  
They will be directed to the security/seva table. OpƟons are: wait for the last 
bus and pay $10 cash (no wristband), or make their own travel arrangements. 
If they refuse to cooperate, they will not be allowed to board. No favouriƟsm 
or excepƟons will be made. 
 

 
Families 

 
Will families with children receive wristbands?  
One parent must stay with the children. The wristband will be given only to 
the parent going to the main hall.
